The project works with the thesis that the
celebration of the Eucharist is not
dependent on place, or that under certain
conditions any space can become a
liturgical space. Conversely, one can
consider whether it is possible to adapt
the strictly liturgical space of a church to
an alternative programme that does not
necessarily involve traditional church
ceremonies, while preserving its sacred
character. Using the case study of the
adaptation of the Church of St. Giles in
Brno-LiSen, the author relates to the
